Japan-Europe High School Student Exchange Program for 2010
In an effort to promote youth exchange and enhance mutual understanding between Japan and Europe, the Government of Japan offers the “Japan-Europe High School Student Exchange Program”. In this program, students will take part in either a 5-week short term or 5-month long term stay in Japan, during which they will attend Japanese schools, stay with ordinary Japanese households and take part in other activities.

In the year 2010, participants are eligible for both the short and long term program.
Program Details

Short-term program

The program begins on June 20, 2010 and ends on July 25, 2010.

Participants will attend Japanese high school classes, tour Japanese provinces and stay with ordinary Japanese households.

Long-term program

The program begins on August 15, 2010 and ends on January 5, 2011.

Participants will attend Japanese high school classes, stay with ordinary Japanese households and take part in other activities.

How to apply

1. To be eligible for the program, the applicant must:

(a) be 15-18 years of age as of April 1, 2010
(b) be a citizen of Slovenia
(c) be physically and mentally healthy
(d) have basic knowledge of the Japanese language and Japanese culture or have a great interest in learning these
(e) be able to communicate in English

(f) be able to adapt to the Japanese family’s customs
(f) have no plan to visit Japan in the near future
(g) not possess Japanese nationality
2. The Initial Application Form, with a scanned copy of the letter to the Host Family, must be submitted to the Japanese Embassy in Slovenia by February 5th. Potential candidates will be selected through submitted forms, interviews and examinations, including English language ability tests. After the first round of selection, potential candidates will be asked to submit additional documents for application.   
3.  The Japanese government will provide air tickets to and from Europe and Japan for all participants in this program, bear the costs of tours in provinces that are organized in the framework of the program and cover all relevant costs for attendance in high school classes. Participants are expected to cover all other costs.
4.　The applicant should carefully read the attached rules of this program and understand them before submitting the application forms.
Rules for the “Japan-Europe 

High School Student Exchange Program”
　During their stay in Japan, the participants of the program are expected to conduct themselves in accordance with the purposes of the program. Participants are required to follow not only Japanese laws and the policies of the agency which will be managing the program, but also the regulations of the host schools and the rules of their host family.

　

	●The aim of this program:
 In order to experience ordinary life in Japan, participants will stay with ordinary Japanese households and attend high school classes. Through cultural exchange and immersion into this different culture, participants are expected to deepen their understanding of Japan. This program also strives to promote international understanding and friendship between the participants’ countries and Japan.

　

●Things participants should be prepared for:
1. Be aware that you are participating in this program as a representative of your own country.

2. Make an effort to adjust yourself to your host family.

3. Communicate willingly with Japanese people and other participants in the program.

4. Study the Japanese language and culture.

5. Study and be prepared to attend Japanese language classes before leaving for Japan.

●Rules participants must follow:
1. Japanese laws and regulations
2. The policy of the agency
3. The regulations of the host school
4. The rules of the host family
