Kyoko HIRANO, is an independent scholar and writer, and was the curator of the Japan Society’s Film Program in New York City from 1986 to 2004. 

A recipient of a Fulbright and a Yugoslav governmental scholarship for postgraduate studies, Hirano completed her Ph.D. in cinema studies at New York University and has taught at NYU, New School University, Keio University, the University of Tokyo, Graduate School of Film Producing, and Temple University in Japan. Her professional services have included a jury for international film festivals of Berlin and Hawaii, Kyoto Prize, and the Student Academy Awards. 

She has written numerous articles, essays, interviews and book reviews both in Japanese and English. She translated her first book Mr. Smith Goes To Tokyo: Japanese Cinema under the American Occupation 1945-1952 (1992) to Japanese as Tenno to Seppun (The Emperor and Kisses, 1998), which was adapted into an award-winning theatrical play by Yoji Sakate and toured in Japan in 1999. Her second book Manhattan no Kurosawa: Eigo no jimakuban wa arimasuka? (Kurosawa in Manhattan: Do You Have an English-Subtitled Version? 2006) is about her work at the Japan Society showing over 800 Japanese films in New York City during 18 years.

Hirano is co-author of Japon En Negro/Japanese Film Noir (2008),  Senryoki zasshi shiryo taikei Taishu bunka-hen I (The Occupation Period Magazine Documents: Popular Culture Vol. 1, 2008);  Susan Sontag kara hajimaru (Susan Sontag, Beyond the Radical Will, 2006),  Video de sekai o kaeyo (Change the World by Video, 2003), War, Occupation, and Creativity: Japan and East Asia 1920-1960 (2001); co-translator of Kiju Yoshida’s Ozu’s Anti-Cinema (Ozu Yasujiro no han-eiga, 2003), and others.
